__________ Poetry Chapbook- The final project of this course is for each student to compile their written works into a small book of writing or a chapbook.  For this assessment students will develop the first conceptual draft of their chapbook.  Ideas to think about:  Will your book be thematic?  How will it look visually?  How many pieces will it contain?  How will the pieces flow together? Students must find and document at least 2 examples of a poetry or creative writing book and analyze the overall presentation of the work.  Students should begin to compile and edit any works they believe they would like to share in their chapbook.   
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
