overview

This course will serve as an introduction to the art and craft of reading and writing poetry and other forms of creative writing.  Together, we will read a wide variety of poems as we learn how the various elements of poetry contribute to deeper meaning and significance.  Students will have the opportunity to express themselves through the writing and performance of poetry.  By the conclusion of the course, students will compile their written works into a small collection of their personal works.

____________ Historical Poets- Groups will choose a deceased (dead) poet that has been previously published and create a 4-5 minute presentation about their poet.  Students should incorporate the following information in their presentation: 
-Biographical information about their poet
-2-3 examples of work by their poet

            -What styles/themes/genres is their poet associated with -Who influenced their poet 
                                         - How has their poet influenced others
As part of their presentation the group must present one original written piece by a group member that is a ghost poem of their poet (a poem influenced by or a tribute to their poem)

1. Writing Prompts- Students will choose to write 2 original poems based on a writing prompt found at the site below or writing prompts they find on their own

1. Erasure Poem- “Erasure is a form of poetry created by erasing words from an existing text in prose or verse and framing the result on the page as a poem”
