__________  List of Schools/Application deadlines and requirements- Students will finalize their list of colleges they are applying to.  Students will organize and submit their list of colleges along with all application requirements and deadlines.    
Due September 21 (m/th section)/ September 22 (tu/f section)

__________ Personal Statement Final Draft- Students will submit their final personal statement, incorporating feedback from peers and teachers. 
Due September 28/29

__________ Student Resume- Students will create and submit a resume for potential employers and colleges.  
Due October 5/6

__________ Academic Portfolio- Students will create an academic portfolio of exemplary work which could submitted to perspective colleges and post secondary programs.  Students will design their academic portfolio based on the requirements of their perspective colleges.    
Due October 12/13

__________ Internship/Financial Aid/Scholarship- If students have not found an internship, they must attain a senior internship by the due date.  All students will submit a 1-2 paragraph summary of how their internship will assist them/relates to their action research project.   Additionally, students will research deadlines and requirements for FAFSA, financial aid, and scholarships.  Students will submit a list of deadlines and requirements for FAFSA and all financial aid/scholarships they are applying to.
