Students will compile their research into 3-5 pages of research and quotations to use in their final paper. _________ Annotated bibliography- Students will submit an annotated bibliography of their research on one topic of interest.  Students must have 8-10 sources in total, with at least 5 of their sources being from a scholarly source.

_________Outline- Students will submit a detailed outline of their senior thesis project
