Essential understanding: Before Spaniards arrived in Latin America, the Caribbean and Africa, Native people spoke a language other than Spanish and had a different culture as well. When the Native cultures were “touched” with Spanish influence, many new traditions, expressions and ways of life also changed and developed, thus forming Hispanic and Latin American culture.  The different expressions of Spanish language across America, are therefore rich with history and cultural values. 
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 “To Speak a language is to take on a world, a culture” — Frantz Fanon
Overview: This month you will focus on how Spanish words reflect the merging of Native and Spanish influence.  As you build your vocabulary to include “family, community, religion, clothing, cultural holidays and colloquial expression”, you will also come to understand the cultural changes that took place, as Spanish started to emerge as the official language of each country studied this semester.  The final week of this semester will be a “Review” week.  No lessons will be given and you will focus on reflecting and evaluating what you learned.
Guiding question 1: What were some of the changes that occurred in Spanish Speaking countries as they embraced a new language and how are these changes reflected in their use of language?
