• All 48 members of the class of 2019 have applied to four-year colleges. Thus far 32 of the 48 
seniors have been accepted to one or more of the colleges of their choice. There will be more 
acceptances forthcoming, as students have not yet heard from the UCal schools, which roll-
out their acceptances over the next few months.  
 

• Many seniors are still in the process of applying to private and out-of-state colleges and 
universities, which have later application deadlines. They will be hearing from these schools 
in March or April.
